26% youth under the age of 18 according to the

MN Compass 2010 Census data. Several years

ago, SCNA began with just a spark of an idea and

partnered with the Minneapolis Public Schools Af-

terschool programs to create a partnership that

strives to enhance the growth of youth through ro-

botics across the city. Serving as a fiscal agent for

the first time, SCNA's helped Patrick Henry Herobotics receive a national First Robotics Grant
to help them work to establish a middle school robotics program across the city. Five new
teams were established in 2016-2017. The youth also showcased their work at the City Com-
munity Connections Conference 2018 where youth had the opportunity to meet and talk with
CM Cunningham and Mayor Frey. Also are a main partner for the spring SCNA hosted STEAM
Expo. Over 100 participants, businesses, other organizations, and youth from over 6 different
schools attend the SCNA, Herobotics, and MPS cohosted event. The STEAM EXxpo enters its
fourth year this year.

mons create a garden space that was not
only secure from foraging fauna but also
more easily accessible for residents with
disabilities. SCNA also helps maintain our
community asset at the Common Ground
Community Garden.
